Year-end Financial Planning 
IRA Rules Change and Appreciated Stocks Offer Tax Benefit 
December is traditionally a manic month for tax and estate planning. This year there 

are two opportunities to both save taxes and contribute to your parish. First is a re-

cently passed law ï during 2007ï which permits parishioners to make IRA-funded 

charitable gifts to St. Philipôs while still living. The new law allows parishioners who 

are 70 ½ years old or older to instruct their IRA trustee to transfer up to $100,000 

from their IRA directly to St. Philipôs with no strings attached.  This opportunity is 

only available thru December 31, 2009. There are four major advantages to the new 

law: 

¶ First, the amount transferred does not increase the donorôs adjusted taxable gross 

income. 

¶ Second, non-itemizers who are not eligible for income tax deductions, still re-

ceive the benefit of not triggering a taxable IRA distribution.   

¶ Third, these IRA contributions count towards a donorôs mandatory annual distri-

bution. (Thus, instead of taking a mandatory IRA distribution you do not need, 

you can instruct your IRA trustee to send those funds to St. Philipôs instead). 

¶ Lastly, the ñceilingsò on the percentage of your adjusted gross income you can 

claim as a charitable deduction do not apply to these transfers. 

Please also remember that appreciated stock is always an effective way to contribute 

to your parish. Charitable donations made on or before December 31 can be de-

ducted from your 2009 tax return. Gifts of stock and other securities held longer than 

one year can be deducted at their full fair market value, not just the amount you paid.  

For some, this can result in considerable tax savings.
